The Three Mills  
Plumpton has been a centre for 

milling since before the  

Norman invasion and we are 

very lucky to have three  

mill buildings still standing, two 

of which are preserved as 

mills, one in regular use and 

still producing flour from local 

grain.  

This project is not only looking 

at the buildings but also the 

history of milling and the millers themselves.  

Are you interested in mills or our  

brickmaking or dairying heritage, or the 

history of our racecourse, school or shops?

Other members are looking at the story of Wales Farm, 

Plumpton Place and the Agricultural College 
plus the connection to the agricultural reformer, Leonard
